We 
borrowed the initial outlay and signed up there and then, and awaited our first lot of catalogues.

Our feet haven’t touched the ground since.  We put in 100%  effort from the beginning and our reward was a cheque 
for £280 for our 1st full 4 week period and a 10%  bonus and we were able to pay back what we had borrowed within 
4 weeks of trading.  We are now at the end of our 2nd 4 week period and got a 13%  bonus.  This business  proves 
that you don’t have to be the fittest and you may have off days, but the rewards for your effort are always there and 
support is only at the end of a phone.
